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Wheatland Electric recently awarded two more 
grants through its newly created Sharing Success 
fund managed by the Scott Community Founda-
tion. Wheatland awarded $1,000 to the Caldwell 
Public Library in Caldwell and $850 to the Holy 
Family School in Great Bend.

The Caldwell library submitted their request 
for the $1,000 grant, which would allow for 
them to create a specific area to hold children’s 
programming events. Phase one of the project is 
slated to begin in 2013 and would include fram-
ing, electrical, lighting and drywall of the new 
space. The library estimates the project will take 
approximately three years to complete. That 
timeline is largely dependent on the amount 
and timing of the funding the library receives 
for the project. 

“We are so grateful to Wheatland Electric 
for helping us ‘jump-start’ our fund raising ef-
forts for this project!” said Lisa Moreland, Direc-
tor of the Caldwell Public Library.

The Caldwell library moved to its current 
location three years ago, with the help of a Community 
Development Block Grant and a zero percent loan through 
the U.S. Department of Agriculture. At the time of the 
move, two-thirds of the building was remodeled, leaving 
the back third unfinished. 

The library operates on a small annual budget that is 
allocated for items such as books, payroll and utilities. Any 
additional projects, like the children’s area, are completely 
dependent on outside sources, such as the grant provided 
by Wheatland. 

Holy Family School submitted their request for the 

$850 grant, which would allow them to purchase two iPads 
for two first grade classes. The request was submitted by 
Mrs. Roxann Keenan, a first grade teacher. 

The iPads will be used to enhance instruction in the 
two classrooms. The iPads will be used for whole group, 
small group and individualized instruction. Use of the 
iPads in a classroom setting will help to meet the differ-
ent learning styles of the students by using a diverse mix 
of applications that will provide the opportunity to touch, 
see, hear and manipulate. 

Holy Family School offers a quality Catholic educa-
tional experience for Pre-K through sixth grade. The Holy 
Family campus is located just adjacent to the St. Patrick 
Church in Great Bend. Holy Family School is a part of 
the Dodge City Diocese and is accredited by the State 
of Kansas through the Quality Performance Accredita-
tion process. It is also a member of the National Catholic 
Education Association.

Wheatland Electric has now awarded three grants, for 
a total of $2,350, through its Sharing Success fund.

The Scott Community Foundation began formally accepting applica-
tions for grants from the Wheatland Electric Sharing Success Fund 
from non-profit organizations on December 1, 2012. The program will 
run until the funds are exhausted. Non-profit groups interested in 
receiving funding from the Wheatland Electric Sharing Success Fund 
should contact the Scott Community Foundation at 620-872-3790 for 
further details.
